With the upcoming holiday season, I thought it would be nice share a simple but tasty recipe.  Shane and I enjoy this salad very much as it is almost like being at the Pasta House!
Salad like the Pasta House’s

The prep time for this salad is 45 minutes, and serves 6 to 8 people.

1 head iceberg lettuce – torn

½ head romaine lettuce – torn

1 can/jar artichoke hearts – drained

1 cup red onion – sliced thin

1 cup pimento

2/3 cup olive oil

1/3 cup red wine vinegar

1 tsp. salt
¼ tsp. black pepper

2/3 cup grated Parmesan cheese

Toss together lettuce, artichoke hearts, onion, and pimento in large salad bowl and set aside.  Then, combine remaining ingredients in a container with a tight lid.  Shake mixture vigorously until well blended.  Pour dressing onto salad and toss until well covered.  Refrigerate for 30 minutes prior to serving to marinate.
